Because all people should have
access to a healthy life.
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Health workers are special people.
Often they choose this career be-
cause they are genuinely seeking
ways to improve people’s lives, to
change the world. Many associ-
ated with GHM are intentionally

striving to serve God. This rings true
in high-income countries and low- and
middle-income countries alike.

Yet, the World Health Organization
(WHO) projects a shortfall of 15 million
health workers by 2030, and most of
that shortage will be in low- and low-
er-middle income countries. One of
the biggest reasons is a lack of
resources to study, to learn, and to
serve as a health worker. The chronic
under-investment in education and
training of health workers is a major
barrier to access to health in most of
GHM'’s partner countries.

At the end of 2020, ELCA medical
missionary Dr. Mark Jacobson
estimated that over 30 years

GHM had facilitated 211
scholarships for healthworkers
associated with Arusha Lutheran
Medical Centre in Tanzania. He
put the value at more than $1M.

Medical student Emmanuel Amos,
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GHM was able to offer education to 858 health workers in seven different
countries.

For example, GHM sponsored 10 students at Aira School of Nursing and
Midwifery in Ethiopia, including Sister Roman Temesgen, who is now part of
the work force.

This is a common story. Emmanuel Amos, a young medical studentin
Tanzania, could never have afforded medical school, but thanks to you,
GHM is sponsoring his medical studies at Hubert Kairuki University.

Four surgeons began intensive training in Madagascar this year thanks to
collaborative support from GHM and the Evangelical Lutheran Church in
America (ELCA). These four young surgeons are an investment in the future
of the Malagasy Lutheran Health system (SALFA).

GHM support has also allowed the number of Community Health Nurse
(CHN) students to triple this year in Madagascar! Among the new students
is Elsine. She saw many children and mothers die during pregnancy and
childbirth during her own childhood and, with the help of a GHM scholar-
ship, became a nurse to change that. Today, she’s joining 20 other CHN
students to focus on making an impact through community-based
education and prevention.

Your support helps GHM sponsor training of health workers at all levels,
from community health workers to nurses, doctors, specialists and ad-
ministrators. Just $100 covers the transportation costs to bring a year of
training to 25 Nigerian village health workers, sponsoring a nurse's training
in Ethiopia is possible for only $1,300/year, and a surgeon’s stipend during
intensive study is about $6,000/year. Gifts to “Education” support all these
things. This is part of our mission, and we're committed to grow the num-
ber of health workers being educated in 2022. Each one will help create
access to health for hundreds of people.

GHM may not be able to dent the predicted shortfall of 15 million health
workers by 2030. Yet, like so much that we do, we can help some of the
most remote and vulnerable communities in the world. Raising up health
workers is vital to that goal. Like the people we partner with around the
globe, this is part of improving lives, indeed changing the world, and serving

the Lord with gladness.

School's Out? Not for GHAP!

One of these MHA students is doing his summer residency at Kilimanjaro Christian
Medical Centre, Tanzania, and GHAP consultant Magdeline Aagard is his preceptor.

Tanzania. Staff, including Dr.
Mchau (pictured here with
Scott), were delighted with
their working ultrasound!
After a 3-month delay in
transit, a replacement probe
arrived in a GHM shipment
just three days before Scott,
and was already installed and
in use. An answer to prayer! Joram Malisa came across
the non-working ultrasound when installing Orkesumet's
digital x-ray, hearing from staff how much they wished
they could use this ultrasound to help patients. With Dr.
Steve Friberg's help, GHM learned what was needed and
sent a new probe. Our partnerships don't end when the
containers are loaded! Joram, a Biomedical Engineer from
Moshi, has worked with GHM on multiple projects in Tan-
zania, installing medical equipment that partners receive
from GHM, and training staff on how to use and maintain
the equipment. The training Joram provides extends the
life of these gifts and helps our partners use them well.
